For Judaism to be meaningful, caring about others needs to be a
central tenant of our faith. In the tradition of Rabbi Akiva, | wanted to share with you a pro-

ject that has begun in our community.

The Monroe -Woodbury area has a variety of faith based social action projects. Most lo-
cally, Sacred Heart operates a once a week Soup kitchen and both the 1 st Presbyterian Church
and the United Methodist Church both operate twice -a-week food pantries. Different churches
and synagogues in the area also manage other social action projects as well. Though each of
these different projects is certainly worthwhile, meaningful, and important two questions per-
sist. Are we using our community resources, both financial and volunteer, effectively and are
we appropriately serving the needs of our community? To truly help those in need we need to
operate not on an individual church or synagogue level, but rather to join forces as a collective,

a collective that can better draw on communal resources and work cooperatively. We need to

consider what needs our community demonstrates and how we can best respond.

It is with such a vision that over the past few months the community has formed the
Monroe -Woodbury Interfaith Social Action Council. The mission of this group is twofold. The
first goal of the Council is to allow for better communication from our existing community so-
cial action projects. In this way the food pantries and soup kitchen can better reach out to the
greater community with requests for assistance both on volunteer level and on a food donation
level. The second goal of the Council is to asses what additional needs there are in the commu-
nity and to respond. Thus far the Council has met five times and every house of worship in the
community has participated. We have begun to focus on specific projects that we expect to un-
dertake in the upcoming months. Vebahavta | 6reicha kamoch#ou
shall love your neighbor as yourself, this is the general rule in the Torah.

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Dear Eitz Chaim Families,

We have the opportunity to participate in an important ongoing act of tzedakah.
Weekly, there are students in our Monroe -Woodbury Central School district who
participate in a state -run lunch program. Though the schools provide free lunch,
students who qualify for the program often do not have enough food at home to
allow for snacks during the day. Many of these families are local neighbors and
friends. Whether through economic hardship, recent weather catastrophes, or
temporary setback, etc., these local families need our assistance.

Here, at Eitz Chaim, we have the opportunity to offer assistance. Working in con-

junction with the local school, we can provide healthy snacks for these children

and ensure that they have regular access to healthy forms of sustenance outside
of the normal school day.

Participation Details:

Each week three EC families will partner together to provide 7 individually
wrapped healthy snacks (fruit, canned soup, raisins, granola bars, etc.) for
each participating free -lunch child at Sapphire Elementary School.

The items will be bagged at EC and delivered by a volunteer to Sapphire Ele-
mentary School.

Eitz Chaim families will have an opportunity to participate roughly once every
two to three months (the program will run from now through June 2012,
and begin again in September 2012 through next June 2013, continuing
each school year)

Anticipated cost: Maximum of $30 per participation week (meaning a $30 do-
nation once every 2 d 3 months.)
